The large 
boulders at the center are the remains of 
a ledge which was blasted away by the 
in 1898 for use as “rip-rap” to protect the 
Plymouth waterfront following severe 
storm damage.

Shore scene 
Two beach visitors stand near the foot of 
West Avenue atop the steep rock face over 
the Bathing Beach. An unpaved Rocky 
Nook Avenue crosses the photo, and the rock 
wall that separated Rocky Nook from 
Brewster Park lies just left of center. The 
wall ran from the Avenue to Oak Street. In 
1948, residents celebrated the merger of the 
neighborhoods with a mortgage burning 
ceremony officiated by then President of 
the R.N.-B.P. Improvement Society,  
Arthur Mullaney Sr.
