
From 1934 until 1953, Cox’s General Store, run by Ralph and Mildred Cox  was the place to 
go.   The store catered to both year-round residents and summer folk.  In the summer, the 

store pictured here at the corner of West and Bay View Avenues served customers from 8:00 
a.m. to 11:00 p.m. seven days a week. Ice cream sodas and a special home-made lemon drink 

were served at the marble counter, while hamburgers and hotdogs were sold from the front 
window.In the winter, Ralph Cox moved everything to the garage next to the family  

home on Rocky Nook Avenue. Kerosene for stoves and bottled gas for heating  
were available alongside penny candy and comic books; newspapers, postcards and 

cigarettes; groceries and sundry supplies.
