This early view of Rocky Nook Beach 
shows the rock face that once stretched 
from North to Cole Street, which had not 
yet been laid out.. Cox’s Store stood next to 
the third house from the left . Today, 
Rocky Nook Avenue follows the curve of 
the shore, with Cole Street and Standish 
Avenue East running from left to right. 
The tree at the right still stands near 
Bagnell Street, then called May Avenue .

Shoreline 
Kingston historian Emily Drew took this  

sweeping photograph  from the corner of 
East and Rocky Nook Avenues before 

either road was there. The Plymouth 
Cordage can be seen in the background, 
the Kennedy Cottages to the right, and 
Gray’s Beach   and Delano’s Wharf at 

center. The building at the extreme right 
later became Blair and Ted McClusky’s 

summer stock school, better known as The 
Plymouth Rock Players Theatrical Group. 

“Kennedy Cottage, Seaside” 
This image shows the view from 
Delano’s Wharf south, across  what 
is now known as Gray’s Beach, 
toward the smokestacks of  the 
Plymouth  Cordage.  The Kennedy 
Cottages stand on the  land shown 
as the James Kennedy Estate, on the 
Rocky Nook page from 1903 Atlas 
of Plymouth County.  
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
